BIBLIOGRAPHY

It is important at the end of your essay or piece of coursework to always include a BIBLIOGRAPHY (a list of sources consulted – books, websites, articles in journals or periodicals).  It will indicate to the person marking or assessing your work how much background reading and research you have done as well as ensuring that you are not claiming all the ideas and views you have included in your work are completely your own. To do so would be classed as PLAGIARISM and is a serious, illegal offense and could result in your disqualification. 

Plagiarism: 1: a piece of writing that has been copied from someone else and is presented as being your own work 2: the act of plagiarizing; taking someone's words or ideas as if they were your own [syn: plagiarization, plagiarisation, piracy])

It is also important to show where you found your information as other people must be able to find the same sources of information that you did. This will enhance the authority and truthfulness of your research. Others wanting to do further research can also follow your references.

BOOKS
You should include:-

· Authors name- surname, initial or forename

· Title (underlined or in italics)

· Publisher

· Place of publication

· Date of publication of the edition your are using

e.g. Cassidy, Anne. Looking for JJ. Scholastic Press. London, 2004.

PERIODICALS AND JOURNALS

· Authors name- surname, initial or forename

· Title of the article in quotation marks

· Name of the periodical underlined or in italics

· Volume Number, month or date of issue

· Page numbers

e.g.  Smith, Anne-Christine. “HIV equity”, New Internationalist, Vol. 346 June 2002, pp26-27

WEB SITES

· Author’s Name (or name of the organisation)

· Year of the page update if available

· Title of the site (underlined or in italics)

· [Internet] in square brackets

· Web address

· Date of access in square brackets
e.g CEO, UAB [Internet] http://olympicstudies.uab.es/eng/ [20th June 2005]
