In Kangaroo Blank (above), the fact that Tillers has worked on separate

canvas boards is very obvious, due to the fact that parts of the landscape
and sky are slightly off-set. He has developed a dramatic tonal contrast in
this piece and has included loose brushwork in his rendering of the clouds
and rocks. Tillers has also used strong diagonals to unify the surface, but Act of God
also suggests religious imagery.
